Membership/Registration Requirements for Qualifying& Championships:

Rider:

- Must be a USDF Participating* Member (PM) at tinee qualifying scores are earned and at the
time of the championships.

- Must be a USEF member (Junior Active, Senior Agtior Life) at the time the qualifying scores
are earned and at the time of the championships.

Horse:

- Must be USDF Lifetime Registered (LTR) at thedigualifying scores are earned and at the time
of the championships. Horse registration musnlibé name(s) of the current owner(s) or lessee(s)
of record. If a current lease recording is oniith USDF, the lessee is recognized as “owner” for
all USDF membership requirements.

- Must be USEF (Annual or Lifetime) recorded attinge qualifying scores are earned and at the
time of the championships. Horse recording mushlike name(s) of the current owner(s) or
lessee(s) of record. A horse is not required te liagistry papers.

Owner:

- Must be a USDF member (PM* or Business Member YBafl the time the qualifying scores are
earned and at the time of the championships.

- Must be a USEF member (Junior Active, Senior Agtior Life) at the time qualifying scores are
earned and at the time of the championships.

*PMs are USDF members who join USDF directly. USBieup Members (GM) are ineligible.
2009 Minimum Qualifying Scores

Regional Championships, for levels through Interaiedl, in three divisions: open, adult amateur,
and junior/young rider. FEI Junior and FEI Young &idlasses have only one respective division.
