
Bucks County Horse Park Membership
The Bucks County Horse Park had approximately 500 members in 2010. Membership income helps cover the costs of
insurance, maintenance and improvements to the Park. We do not receive any County funding for the Park. All equestrians
who use the Park, unless competing, must be members of the Park and sign a release form for insurance purposes, all
trainers must be members and have a certificate of insurance filed in the office. 

Benefits of Annual Membership.
1. Access to over 25 miles of trials, many are suitable for driving, and the use of cross country jumps of all sizes. 
2. Use of the two large all weather rings, the two dressage rings, and excellent parking. 
3. Members may bring one guest for free one time. 
4. Two Day Passes per year can be applied to a yearly membership for Adults, Juniors, and Family.
5. Family, Adult and Junior members receive discounted entry fees to many shows and events.
6. Opportunities to meet other riders during the bi-annual meetings held in May & October
7. Have your voice heard in the newsletter.  Members are encouraged to contribute.
8. Discount of 10% dry food items at Peppy Pet, a local feed store on Rt 611 in Pipersville.
9. Bucks County Horse Park is a non-profit organization; your donations above membership dues maybe  tax

deductible.
10. Volunteers receive coupons worth $5 or $10 which can be redeemed for BCHP membership, and entries to

BCHP schooling shows.

Types of Membership
Junior, Student, Adult and Family Members. 
These members receive discount entry fees to all BCHP organized shows. This does not include recognized horse trials,
dressage shows or events sponsored by other organizations.   It is the recommended membership for those who compete
regularly at the Park.  There is a discount on membership for those offering to volunteer  for at  least 16 hours per year.
4H/USPC Members 
These members must be part of a 4H group or the United States Pony Club and the forms must be signed by the group
leader or DC. There is a volunteer requirement of 16 hours per year.  There is  a reduced rate for Bucks County residents.
For those members who compete regularly at the Park and cannot commit to the volunteer requirement, it is
recommended that they purchase an adult, junior, student or family membership.
Academy Members
These members are students of trainers who are Park members. The trainer must have a certificate of insurance on file in
the Park Office. Academy members do not own their own horses and must  ride their trainers’ horses. There is a
volunteer requirement of 24 hours per year and discounts at shows do not apply  .   There is a reduced rate for Bucks
County residents. 
Trainer Members
Trainers are welcome to join BCHP and instruct students at the Park.  All are REQUIRED to have insurance to provide
instruction whether as a member or as a visiting guest,  Those Trainers coming in on a DAY PASS are REQUIRED to
have insurance  
Recreational Members
These members do not ride in the Park. They enjoy the park for walking, jogging, photography, excersising their dogs,
etc. There is no volunteer requirement and a reduced rate applies to Bucks County residents. DOGS must be kept on

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***Volunteers receive $5 coupons/half day and $10 coupons /full day good toward entry fees, merchandise or
membership. Volunteers are recognized at the volunteer party  which is held in the spring of each year.  All 4H , USPC and
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members  who wish to reecive a dscounted membership (10%) rmust fill out volunteer signature cards (16 hours) and
submit them with their memberships forms  for the following year.
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
