· Riders may enter at Intro level through FEI.  Eventing tests are not included in this championship. Qualification rides must be from the highest test of the level and must be at least a score of 64% or better.  The same horse and rider team earning the qualifying score must ride a championship test.  Horse/Rider combination cannot have shown 2 levels above the level they will riding for the BCHP Championship.
· Championship test ride will be the highest test of the level.
· It is recommended that riders in Intro, Training and First Levels enter the Opportunity Classes at those levels for the BCHP Championships.  Those classes do not require the rider to have USDF/USEF membership or for the Horse to have a USDF Horse ID number.  The USEF drug fee is waived for riders in those classes as well. 
· Tests may be read.

AWARDS:

· Individuals will be pinned through 6th place with a Champion and Reserve Champion awarded.

ENTRIES:

· Each team member must complete a separate USDF/USEF Region 1 entry form. This is available online on the BCHP Dressage webpage.
· A completed Championship Request form  must accompany the entry.
