Open In-Hand Classes
For Classes 1 through 11, young horses are shown in hand on the triangle at the walk and trot.  Bridles are optional on yearlings and younger animals, but mandatory on all 2 year olds and older whether being judged or not.  Scoring will be weighted 60% Movement, 30% Conformation, 10% General Impression.

*Effective January 1, 2001, all horses entered in any USDF Breeders’ Championship Series show must either be registered with the USDF or pay a $20.00 lifetime USDF DSHB ID number fee and submit identification information and, if available, a copy of breed registry papers directly to USDF or to the first USDFCBC Qualifying Event they enter.

Group Classes

For classes 20 through 22, horses are shown in hand on the triangle at the walk and trot.  Judging to be weighted 50% Movement, 40% Conformation, 10% General Impression.  Must submit a separate entry in the name of Dam, Sire or Breeder.

Produce of Dam (with or without dam) produce only judged, 2 or 3 of her produce.  Entry must be made by the owner of the dam or with written permission from the owner, in the name of that Dam.  All offspring entered must be named on the entry form.  Multiple ownership is permitted and all owners must be listed.

21.
Get of Sire (without Sire) 2 or 3 of his get.  Entry must be made by the owner of the sire or w/written permission from the owner, in the name of that Sire.  All offspring entered to be named on the entry form.  Multiple ownership is permitted and all owners must be listed.

22.
Breeder’s Group – a group of 2 or 3 horses, of any age or sex, all bred by the exhibitor and entered under the exhibitor’s name.

23.
Amateur Handler—Open to any amateur handler. 

Horses shall be shown in-hand on the triangle at the walk and trot.  Horses must be owned by the handler or a member of the handler's family - no leased or borrowed horses allowed.  To be judged on presentation and condition of animal and the neatness and appearance of the handler.  Conformation will not be a determining factor, but may count 15%.  Classes are intended to stimulate participation of the amateur in breeding divisions, but does not limit amateurs to this class.  No colts or stallions except for weanlings.

Materiale Classes 

Entries must be at least 36 months old to compete. 

For classes 24 through 27, entries are ridden at the walk, trot, and canter both ways of the ring.  Judging to be weighted 30% Walk, 30% Trot, 30% Canter, and 10% General Impression (including balance, impulsion, and rideability)

HOLD HARMLESS CLAUSE: Understanding that horse sports may be hazardous and dangerous, even leading to permanent injury or death, each owner, rider, spectator, and other participant assumes any and all risk of loss or injury and agrees to hold harmless, regardless of negligent acts or omissions Horse Park of New Jersey, the show management, show committee, and all horse show personnel
1. Awards: (only tests will be mailed post competition)
~ Award and Six Ribbons- (3 entries/class required)

~ Champion award and Reserve Champion ribbon per level. 

2. Entries~ Mail entries to Show secretary.  Make check payable to Bucks County Horse Park  Entries must be received by the closing date ~ $25 late fee.  Illegible or incomplete entries may be returned. All entries must be typed or printed on an official USEF/USDF entry form and include: original handwritten signatures (owner, rider, trainer and coach, if applicable), photocopy of negative Coggins test dated within 12 months of show date, and copies of USEF  and USDF membership or identification cards for each owner, rider, trainer and horse, as applicable. Emergency number to be included.  A $10 fee will be assessed for secretary printing missing or incorrect information.  No refunds after closing date or for “acts of god” which require management to cancel classes or day(s) or competition.  
3. Times: Times will be emailed.  Email addresses need to be printed and legible.

4. Stabling:   Permanent Stalls (11 x 11), stall doors provided and facility is a hack to rings.

5. Accommodations:  Holiday Inn Express (610)847-8497  Quakertown PA
6. Footing: Standard outdoor competition rings, sand and screenings mixture, one rubber ring.

7. Professional Services: Contact numbers posted the date of the show in the secretary stand. An EMT/Med Tech.  Ferrrier and Vet will be on call.
8. Directions: Rt611 N from I-76 about 20 miles on rt. Rt 412 S from Rt 78 15 miles. 
9. Other: Food available on grounds. All dogs MUST be leashed at all times! 

Effective March 1, 2011, for dressage: Anyone mounted on a horse must wear protective headgear except those riders age 18 and over while on horses that are competing only in FEI levels and tests at the Prix St. Georges level and above (including FEI Young Rider Tests, the USEF Developing Prix St. Georges Test  and the USEF Brentina Cup Test). 
MOTORIZED VEHICLE STATEMENT- Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which allows them to operate a motorized vehicle in the state in which they reside will not be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind including, but not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility vehicles on the competition grounds of licensed competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary license may operate the above described motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid driver’s license. Violations of this rule will be cause for sanctions against the parent(s), guardian(s) and/or trainer(s) who are responsible for the child committing the offense. Penalties may include exclusion of the child, parent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) from the competition grounds for the remainder of the competition and charges being filed against any of the above individuals in accordance with Chapter 6.  Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.

USEF MEMBERSHIP STATEMENT  Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions at the Preliminary Level or above and Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressage, Reining and Vaulting Competitions and Endurance Rides. A nonmember may participate as a handler, rider, driver, owner, lessee, agent, coach or trainer at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Competitions and Combined Driving Competitions upon payment of a $30 nonmember registration fee.  Participants in the following classes are exempted from the Requirements of this rule: 1) leadline; 2) exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4) classes for 4-H members; 5) walk trot and academy classes (academy classes are classes limited to horses used regularly in a lesson program); 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 7) NRHA Endorsed Reining Competitions; 8) Opportunity classes. 9) citizens of other nations who have proof, in English, of current membership in good standing of their own National Federation, 10) USEA beginner novice division; and 11) assistant handlers in Dressage Sport Horse Breeding classes.
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
